b) push loose refuse into pits; 
c) compact and cover refuse in pits; 
d) dig new pits; 
e) obtain the necessary permits and burn timber and wood waste; 
f) crush scrap metal; and 
g) maintain refuse sites in an environmentally safe manner; 

 
Note:  The Province will arrange for the periodic removal of salvageable 
waste, e.g., tires, batteries and scrap metal).  The Contractor must 
cooperate with the Province in accommodating this.
