Where No Alternate Route is Available – Additional Limitation and Conditions

1.
EXTRAORDINARY TRAFFIC
The permit shall in no way be construed as giving permission for the operation of the slow vehicle(s) on any highway in contravention of any regulation, limitation, or prohibition which may be made from time to time for the protection of the highway, pursuant to Section 209 of the Motor Vehicle Act, Section 11 of the Commercial Transport Act, or Section 66 of the Transportation Act. 

2.
NOTICE OF SUSPENSION OR CANCELLATION OF PERMIT
If, in the opinion of the Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure, or any person authorized by the ministry, the operation of the slow vehicle is found to be causing injury or damage to the highway, or it is found that the operation of the vehicle is not in the interests of the public, the ministry may suspend or cancel the permit. It shall be sufficient if such notice is given verbally or otherwise, to the person owning or to the person driving or operating the vehicle, and no formal notice of suspension shall be required.

3.
PERMITTEE TO ASSUME LIABILITY
The Permittee shall be responsible for all damages or injury to any person or persons using the highway or otherwise and for any and all loss or damage to privately owned or Crown property which may result from the operation of the vehicle under the authority of the permit; and the Permittee shall protect and save harmless the ministry from all loss, damage, or injury resulting, directly or indirectly from the operation of the vehicle.

PERMITTEE TO ENSURE VEHICLE SAFETY
The gross vehicle weight of the vehicle or combination of vehicles named herein shall not exceed the safe practical carrying capacity of the vehicle or combination of vehicles or any of the component parts thereof, as regulated by the gross vehicle weight rate (G.V.W.R.) or the gross axle weight rating (G.A.W.R.).The Permittee shall be responsible for the checking of the vehicle for which this permit is issued to ensure that it is mechanically sound.
