	GENERAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
To qualify for signage, a service or attraction provider must meet the following general criteria:

	1.
	Open to serve customers of all ages.

	2.
	Have all relevant government licences and approvals to operate as a business, including health, development planning and parking requirements.

	3.
	Comply with all municipal, provincial and federal laws regarding health, public safety, business operations, etc.

	4.
	Maintain washroom and drinking water facilities to a standard required by local and provincial health authorities.

	5.
	Be appropriately signed within the property line to be recognized by passing motorists.

	6.
	Provide adequate off road parking facilities to meet normal demand.

	ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR ESSENTIAL SERVICES
As gas, food, lodging (including camping and bed & breakfast) facilities are generally numerous and more easily located in urban areas within municipal boundaries, signing is not provided for them on conventional urban highways.
To be eligible for signage, services must be:
•  Located 15 km or less from the intersection with the highway to the main door of the business.
Specific requirements when providing services under the gas, food and lodging categories include:

	GAS:

	1.
	Provide fuel, oil, water, and pressurized air for automobile use

	2.
	Provide drinking water and sanitary washroom facilities during hours of operation

	3.
	Provide telephone access during hours of operation

	4.
	Provide continuous service for a minimum of 14 hours per day




	FOOD:

	1.
	A restaurant, dining room, or cafe which must provide sufficient indoor seating capacity to meet normal demand

	2.
	Provide sanitary washroom facilities for customers during hours of operation

	3.
	Open at 8:00 a.m., at the latest, to serve customers of all ages breakfast, lunch and dinner six days per week

	LODGING:

	1.
	Provide, at a minimum, 10 units for overnight accommodation

	2.
	Access to check-in service 24 hours a day without prior reservation

	3.
	Lockable door for each unit

	4.
	Telephone service within each unit

	5.
	Washroom, with hot/ cold water, and bath or shower facilities in each unit

	CAMPING:

	Campsites may be exclusively tent sites, RV sites, or a combination of the two.

	1.
	Provide at least 10 camping sites
· If both tent and RV sites are provided, a minimum of 3 sites must always be dedicated to one of the camping types

	2.
	Provide adequate parking, sanitary washroom facilities and drinking water for camping spaces

	3.
	Have an attendant on duty to manage and maintain the facility 24 hours a day while in operation

	4.
	Available without reservation for rent on a daily basis

	ELECTRICAL VEHICLE (EV) CHARGING STATION:

	EV charging stations provide fast charging capabilities in order to charge vehicles in 30 minutes or less. EV charging stations are signed in the same manner as other essential services and must meet the following criteria.

	1.
	Charging stations shall be available 24 hours a day, 7 days per week.
-  Sites (typically businesses) hosting an EV charging station must be open for a minimum of 8 consecutive hours per day, at least 6 days per week.

	2.
	Host sites must provide adequate paved parking spaces available to render EV charging services.
-  At least one space must be marked for EV charging so as to discourage parking of vehicles not using the charging facilities.

	3.
	Host sites must provide sanitary washroom facilities for customers and charging station patrons at all times of operation

	4.
	Where no single host site meets all eligibility criteria, the criteria may be met by a combination of two or more businesses located in close proximity to each other and easily accessible on foot from each other’s parking areas that do not require crossing a public highway

	BED & BREAKFAST:

	1.
	Provide, at a minimum, 3 units for overnight accommodation

	2.
	Lockable door for each unit

	3.
	Provide at least one meal for guests, typically breakfast

	4.
	Provide at least one dedicated bathroom for guests

	5.
	Washroom, with hot/ cold water, and bath or shower facilities in each unit
