Maximum deductibles - $5,000, except Flood - $25,000, and Earthquake – up to 10% with a $250,000 maximum ($25,000 of this deductible payable by the contractor and the remainder payable by the Ministry). His Majesty the King in Right of the Province of British Columbia as represented by the Minister  of Transportation and Transit shall be added as an Additional Named Insured. The policy must also contain loss payable and  Waiver of Subrogation clauses in favour of this Additional Named Insured.
